MIDYEAR TRANSCRIPT PROCEDURES
In order to ensure that both students and parents understand the midyear electronic transcript disbursement
timetable, below is a brief description of the process.
9 Upon returning to school after the Winter Holiday’s, students have ten (10) days to complete a missed
final.
9 Once the incomplete work is finalized, teachers must submit any grade changes for input into the sys-
tem that generates the transcripts.
9 Once all grade changes are complete, the Counseling Office will upload those changes to
www.gacollege411. At that time, if a student had requested midyear transcript be sent (via their Tran-

script Request Forriocated in the Counseling Office), the electronic transcript disbursement process
can begin.
